Owning a property protected by an Article 4 Direction

What is an Article 4 direction?
An Article 4 direction removes the right for property owners to carry out certain ‘permitted development’ without first obtaining planning permission from the local Council.

How are buildings chosen?

Locally, Peterborough City Council have designated certain properties as being protected by an Article 4 direction to keep the appearance of properties and the characters of neighbourhood unchanged. 

The purpose of the protecting these properties is to promote the retention, reinstatement, and repair of external original features.

What works are affected?
· satellite dishes

· replacement windows

· replacement doors

· roofing

· rendering

· front gardens

· addition or removal of porches

· if you are making any other alterations please speak to the local Council first to check if your plans are covered by the direction
How do I find out if the property I want to buy is affected by an Article 4 direction?
This information will be revealed in the pre-contract local authority search results carried out on your behalf by your solicitor.
